
 

New Hostel PG — Boys Hostel 

 

Basic Information 

New Hostel PG is a boys’ hostel established in 1973 with an approved intake capacity of 85 

students. At present, 59 students are accommodated. The hostel building consists of three 

floors—Ground Floor, First Floor, and Second Floor—with a total of 70 rooms. (Details 

regarding the first warden and brief history are not available.) 

Room Details 

The hostel provides both single and double occupancy rooms, comprising 38 single rooms 

and 32 double rooms. Safe drinking water is supplied through an RO purification system. 

Mess and Dining Facilities 

The hostel has a functional mess that serves both vegetarian and non-vegetarian meals. The 

mess is managed by a student committee. The dining hall can accommodate approximately 

20 persons at a time. The approximate mess charge is ₹1,800 per month. 

Facilities Available 

The hostel offers a common room and TV facility for students. Power backup is available in 

the mess and common room areas only. Facilities such as Wi-Fi, reading room, indoor and 

outdoor games, newspapers/magazines, CCTV surveillance, security guard, first aid, and 

visitor’s room are currently not available. No additional facilities are provided at present. 



Safety and Security 

The hostel entry/exit and gate closing time is 7:00 PM, and visitor timing is also up to 7:00 

PM. Security arrangements are maintained at the main gate of the campus. Fire safety 

equipment is available; however, the fire extinguishers require refilling.
