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My Marathon Journey:
More Than Just a Race

People often think a marathon is about speed, medals, or crossing the finish line
first. But for me, running became something deeper — a journey of patience,
struggle, and self-belief. Running a Marathon is not just about covering kilometers; it
is about crossing the distance between doubt and belief.

My journey did not start on race day. It began on quiet mornings before sunrise,
when my alarm rang and my legs felt heavy, but my mind reminded me why | started.
Every training run became a promise to myself — to show up even when it was
uncomfortable, tiring, or uncertain.

In the beginning, running felt exhausting. My breathing was uneven, my pace
inconsistent, and stopping felt easier than continuing. There were moments when
quitting seemed tempting. But slowly, something changed. Each kilometer added not
just strength to my legs, but discipline to my character. | learned that progress isn’t
instant — it is built step by step, mile by mile.

Training for a marathon taught me patience and self-awareness. Some days my legs
felt powerful; other days they felt sore and tired. Yet | discovered that progress
doesn’t depend on perfect days. It depends on consistency — on waking up, tying
your shoes, and running even when motivation is low. Every run trained my mind as
much as my body.

There were also mental battles — rainy mornings, humid afternoons, and days when
my mind asked, “Why are you doing this?” Each time, | reminded myself that comfort
never creates growth. Running taught me how to control my breathing under
pressure, stay calm when tired, and keep moving even when the finish felt far away.
My marathon journey took shape through three meaningful events: the Guwahati
Marathon, the SBI Green Marathon, and the NEEPCO Stadium Run. Each race
brought a new lesson and a deeper understanding of myself as a runner.

The Guwahati Marathon exposed me to competitive energy for the first time.
Standing at the starting line among hundreds of runners, | felt nervous, excited, and
proud all at once. When the race began, | didn’t sprint — | trusted my training and
focused on rhythm instead of rush.




The SBI Green Marathon carried special meaning by combining fitness with
environmental awareness. Running for a cause gave me extra motivation. The crowd
support, city routes, and shared spirit reminded me that running isn’t just personal —
it’s communal. Every kilometer strengthened both my pace and confidence.

The NEEPCO Stadium Run tested my discipline the most. Stadium tracks demand
focus, control, and mental endurance. Every lap forced me to manage breathing,
posture, and mindset. It was here that | truly learned pacing.

Across these races, my biggest milestone was finishing my 10K in under one hour. It
wasn’t about defeating others — it was about defeating the version of myself that
once believed ten kilometers was impossible. When | finally saw the finish line, time
slowed. All the early mornings, sacrifices, rain runs, and sore muscles replayed in my
mind. Crossing it wasn’t just finishing a race — it was proving to myself that
consistency beats fear.

Running taught me that life works the same way. You don’t need perfection, you
need persistence. You don’t need motivation every day, you need commitment.
Comfort never creates growth — growth comes from chasing discomfort.
